Two: Spiritual death 

ÅSeparation of a man from God while he is still 
living and walking on earth, this is the natural 
state of a man on earth without the Lord Jesus 
Christ. 

ÅMan would never admit, in actual fact he might 
say that he was never more alive, but he is 
talking of the flesh not of the spirit. 

ÅThere is more to life than the flesh. 

But she who lives in pleasure is dead while she 
lives.

Spiritual Zombies-The living dead 

ÅA person who wastes his life in disorderly living 

is spiritually dead: in laziness, drunkenness, 

gambling, idol worship, drugs and lewdness.

It is better to conquer yourself

ÅA person who does not believe and 
compromises the Word of God is spiritually 
dead.

ÅA person who lives in sin is spiritually dead. 

ÅSin produces a moment of gratification 

(satisfaction) and an eternity of remorse. 

(regretful eternal remembrance of sin)

Three: Eternal death 

ÅSeparation from Godôs presence for ever. 

Rev.21:8 

"But the cowardly, unbelieving, abominable, 

murderers, sexually immoral, sorcerers, 

idolaters, and all liars shall have their part 

in the lake which burns with fire and 

brimstone, which is the second death." 

      Revelation 21:8

I. We believe and understand that from Christôs 
death flow all our hopes. (faith in the future) 

II. We believe and understand that from Christôs 
burial flow the burials of all our sins. Our sins 
are all buried. 

III. We believe and understand that from Christôs 
resurrection flow our victories over the enemy 
,Satan. 

IV. We believe and understand that from Christôs 
ascension into heaven He send the Holy Spirit 
to give us an infilling refreshing life. 

V. We believe and commit ourselves to Him and 
then we receive salvation as a gift
